=~Baltic Sea Regionds countries
planning legislation to cover also the maritime space and

Include offshore areas into their national strategic spatial

plans or guidelines.

~Maritime spatial planning should be transnationally
concertated . Cross-border spatial planning of some areas of
the Baltic Sea is necessary.
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KEY MESSAGES

~The planning of the sea space should be carried out in
narmony with the planning of the adjoining terrestrial areas
and vice versa .

~Maritime spatial planning process should not be dominated
by any specific sectoral interest .

=~ The Baltic Sea space should be planned under the condition
of cross-sectoral involvement of all stakeholders and dialogue
with relevant political bodies in a transparent way.
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KEY MESSAGES

~Maritime spatial planning should be based on the ecosystem

approach while utilizing precautionary principle in
uncertainty cases.

~Maritime spatial planning should be knowledge based and

promote creation of a shared open -access information
Infrastructure.
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KEY MESSAGES

=~ The Baltic Sea Region has a potential to become a model

region for sustainable development based on transnationally
concertated maritime spatial planning.
